12 Parking Review 
12.1 Toilets car park – The Peak Park have advised that the sign is on order and once received will be put in place together with the honesty box.
12.2 Car  Parking letter – The letter was adopted at the last meeting and has the approval of the Police.  They asked for an update following the summer season as other villages may use this method of pointing cars towards car parks. The Police have offered to write to any repeat ‘offenders’ if registration numbers are taken when the letter is used.
12.3 Parking Signs update – Signs have now been ordered by Highways and will hopefully be received within the next 2/3 weeks.
13 General Village Matters
13.1 Gold Bus – Moorlands Connect Leek Rural Project – A trial of the bus service is to be undertaken in July but it was known which route would be chosen.  Cllr Reavy has been advised that the parishioners of Alstonefield had shown the most interest.
13.2 Tree on Green Well Green – Cllr Lipp is to have further discussions with the parishioners who have reported problems with the beach tree after which he will seek the advice of the Peak Park.
13.3 Greenhill Tip – It was reported that the Japanese Knotweed had been successfully treated.  However, this would need to be followed up every year.
13.4 Potholes in the Parish – Clerk to contact Highways and report the condition of the roads.
