77 Forum – Parishioners from Milldale reported that the problems experienced with litter had greatly improved.  This situation would be monitored for any deterioration and reported back to the Council. It was agreed that the actions proposed by Angie Middleton, (Transport equalities Office, Staffordshire County Council) at a previous meeting regarding the possibility of subsidising the Ashbourne Community Transport scheme, would be followed up.
The Council was congratulated on the resounding success of the Website  and it was hoped more parishioners could be encouraged to use this facility.

86 Milldale Residents Car Park – It was agreed that rather than a temporary repair,  a complete renovation of the car park should take place.  Cllr Lipp has received various quotations for this which he will explore in more detail, including any grants which may be available.
87 Parking Review – A plan was presented which outlined the need for more car park and direction signs.  All councillors in agreement and a meeting was to be set up with traffic engineers.  A costing has been carried out for a village map and more information would be provided at next meeting.  Temporary ‘alternative car park’ signs to be placed in the toilet block car park  in the interim.  The issue of vehicle parking on verges to be included in the review.

89 Speeding Issues – Further to discussion in the public forum and during the meeting, it was concluded that a 20 mph speed limit through the village was unnecessary, although maybe a possibility for Milldale.  The Community Police Officer to be contacted to discuss concerns regarding speeding.
