CARDIAC ARREST ONLY RESPONSE SCHEME (Numbers PLUS) 

As a group of Community First Responders (CFRs) typically we will have someone on duty covering every day of 
the month throughout the year. However, we recognise that there can be periods of time when no one is on duty 
(especially throughout the night). We have therefore decided to enhance our response/support to the community 
by setting up a Cardiac Arrest Only Response Scheme in partnership with West Midlands Ambulance Service 
(WMAS). The CFRs within WACFR have agreed to be on call for 24 hours a day 7 days a week throughout the 
year and, if available, respond and assist with a Sudden Cardiac Arrest in the community. There are currently 10 
CFRs within WACFR and if a CFR was unavailable the system will automatically call the next person(s) on the list.  
This scheme would be automatically activated by a member of the public making a ‘999’ call to report the cardiac 
arrest in order to notify the ambulance service.  
 

Please note: The CFR arriving would probably be in their own car and not in uniform. 
 

The above scheme is in addition to our normal CFR role and rest assured that this service will continue as it 
always has done. If you have any questions about the above scheme, please contact either Denise or Mike as per 
the details below.
