78  Flooding Reports – It was reported that the Highways Agency have visited Hope to assess the problems with regard to flooding.  It was felt that one of the main problems in the Parish was due to the gulleys and drains not being cleared regularly.  The Clerk to contact the Highways Agency by telephone, followed up by letter requesting notification of the timescale of when the visits would take place.
79 Community Paths Initiative – Following the successful grant application, Dawn Plant, Rights of Way Officer, SCC,  advised that materials could be collected and the project got under way.  It was proposed that a work party be organised and noted that the works were to be completed by end March 2011
80 Lode Bridge – Further information had been received from David Purdell, Highways Structures, SCC who states that  at present there is no planned start date on the repairs  but he will keep us informed of any progress.  He does add that the bridge was inspected in September and although the need for repairs was evident, the section of parapet was not deemed to be in danger of imminent collapse.
81 General Village Matters
81.1 – Resignation of Brian Ross, Lengthman – This position has been advertised in the newsletter and on all notice boards.  A letter of acknowledgement to be sent to Brian thanking him for his hard work in maintaining the village environment.
 81.2 – Enquiry regarding parking signs – An approach has been made to the Parish Council with regard to parking signs for residents who continually have problems with visitors parking outside their properties.  Cllr Griffin to make enquiries into the cost.
 81.3 – Greenhill Tip – Treatment of Japanese Knotweed – It was proposed that a work party  be organised to cut and burn the existing patches of Japanese Knotweed in the next few weeks, followed by a treatment of  Roundup to the new growth next Spring.
81.4 – SPCA are requesting details of successfully completed projects in the Parish.  The Clerk to respond with details of the re-surfacing of  Milldale Car Park, the provision of a further honesty box and map in the toilet car park, in partnership with The Peak Park, and the placing of new posts around the village green.
